Section 2. Rights and obligations of the Parties.

2.1. Each Party shall be obliged, at its own expense, to maintain
its software and hardware facilities and communication
channels used for information exchange via SPFS.

2.2. The Parties undertake not to disclose to third parties, except
as required by applicable law of the Russian Federation, specific
methods of protection of information and applied in accordance
with the SPFS Conditions.

2.3. The Parties stipulate that the information, data, documents
sent by the Correspondent using SPFS shall be deemed received
by the Respondent immediately from the moment of their
sending via SPFS, unless otherwise provided by the rules and
standards of the SPFS.

2.4. The Correspondent has the right:

2.4.1. Not to accept for execution the Electronic Documents
executed in violation of the applicable laws of the Russian
Federation, the Agreement, and the SPFS Conditions.

2.4.2. Deny the Respondent to accept the Electronic Document
in the cases stipulated by the legislation of the Russian
Federation, the Agreement and the SPFS Conditions and accept
from the Respondent duly executed payment (settlement) and
other documents only on paper, signed by the handwritten
signature of the Respondent and affixed with its seal (if any).

2.4.3. In order to protect the interests of the Respondent,
suspend the execution of the Respondent's orders, including
those to conduct the Transaction on the Account, until
confirmation of the actuality and validity of such order, including
the details of payment, by any means available to the
Correspondent, which allows to record this confirmation. The
specified request of the Correspondent shall be made using the
contact details of the Respondent or the Representative. If the
Correspondent submits the relevant request, the Respondent
shall confirm its order or cancel it in a manner allowing to record
the response provided by the Respondent not later than the
business day on which the Correspondent submits the request.

To protect the Respondent's interests, if the Correspondent
does not receive confirmation of the relevance of the
Respondent's instruction, the Respondent shall instruct the
Correspondent to refuse to execute such instruction (including
refuse to perform the operation on the Account) and to consider
the instruction itself withdrawn, with an opportunity to provide
the Correspondent with such instruction in hard copy drawn up
in accordance with requirements of the laws of the Russian
Federation and conditions of the Agreement. The reason for
refusal to execute the Respondent's instruction may be an
unsuccessful attempt to contact the Respondent, within two
consecutive hours and (or) as a result of the Correspondent's
analysis of the Respondent's transactions.
