Section 1. Terms and definitions

Subscriber number - a cell/mobile phone number provided to the
Client by a mobile telecommunications operator in accordance with
the contract for provision of communication services and provided
by the Client to the Bank as a contact number for information and
other interaction with the Bank, including via Information Exchange
System and (or) Mobile signatures.

Authentication data - access codes, secret phrases (and/or question-
answer), unique login, password of the Client, RMA authorization
(for SWIFT), as well as other data used to access and perform legally
significant actions using the Information Exchange System between
the Bank and the Client and (or) Mobile Signature, including for
Client authentication.

Bank — Limited Liability Company “Bank 131”, LLC “Bank 131”.

Product is a separate service of the Bank provided to the Client on
the terms specified in the Product Agreement. Hereinafter, the term
“Product” can be understood as one or several Bank services
(including banking and/or non-banking services). The list of Products
available to the Client for purchase is defined in these Rules.

Beneficial owner is an individual who, ultimately, directly or
indirectly (through third parties) owns (has a predominant
participation of more than 25 percent in the capital) the Client, a
legal entity or has the ability to control the actions of the Client.

Beneficiary is a person whose benefit the Client acts for, including
on the basis of an agency agreement, engagement agreements,
commission agreements, trust management and other civil law
agreements, when conducting transactions with funds and other
property.

Comprehensive Banking Service Agreement (CBSA) is an agreement
(transaction) between the Bank and the Client, providing the Client
with the opportunity to purchase a Product or change a previously
concluded contract (agreement) with the Client, in accordance with
these Rules, and defining the procedure for interaction between the
Client and the Bank when purchasing a Product, unless otherwise
specified in the Product Provision Agreement.

Product Provision Agreement (Product Agreement) is an agreement
(transaction) between the Bank and the Client on the provision of a
Product. Each Product Agreement consists of the following integral
parts: Application for Product purchase/change, Conditions of the
relevant Product, Tariffs, and other documents specified in the
Product Conditions or these Rules. Any Product Agreement is
considered concluded from the moment the Bank accepts the
Application for Product purchase/change provided by the Client to

Application for conclusion of Comprehensive Banking Service
Agreement (Application for CBSA conclusion / Application) is a
statement from the Client expressing will and intention of the latter
to conclude CBSA. The application form is determined by the Bank
and posted at https://131.ru/contracts, and in the Bank office.
Identification is a set of measures to establish, as determined by the
legislation of the Russian Federation and internal documents of the
Bank, information about Clients, their Representatives, Beneficial
Owners and Beneficiaries (if any), confirm the reliability of this
information, in accordance with the methods and regulations
adopted by the Bank, including using information, original
documents and (or) duly certified copies and (or) government and
other information systems.

Information system "One Window" (One Window 1S) is a federal
state automated information system that ensures interaction in
electronic form between participants in foreign trade activities in
accordance with Federal Law No. 164-FZ “On fundamentals of state
regulation of foreign trade activities” dated December 8, 2003. In
cases established by the current legislation of the Russian
Federation, the Parties carry out electronic document flow using One
Window IS, in the manner and under the conditions determined by
the regulations governing the operation and use of One Window IS.

Client is a legal entity (with the exception of credit organizations), an
individual entrepreneur, an individual engaged in private practice in
accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation, having full
legal capacity, who has applied to the Bank in his own interests, to
whom the Bank provides services on a one-time basis, or who is
accepted for services that imply a continuing nature of the
relationship when carrying out banking operations and other
transactions specified in Article 5 of the Federal Law “On Banks and
Banking Activities” and acceding to these CBSA terms and conditions.

Mobile Signature is a Bank mobile application, available for
installation on a mobile device (smartphone, tablet) with Android or

Informing the Client about Operational Time is carried out in any way
available to the Bank, including: by posting information in the Bank
office, or on the information resource at https://131.ru/contracts, or
by sending/posting relevant information via/in the Information
Exchange System (subject to the Client’s connection to it).

applicable), duly authorized to perform legal actions on behalf of the
Client and having all the necessary powers, permits, consents,
approvals to perform the relevant actions.

Current account (Account) is a bank account opened by the Bank to
the Client within the framework of the concluded Account
Agreement and which is not a special, joint, nominal, collateral,
escrow account.

Information Exchange System is a channel (system) for exchange of
electronic messages agreed upon by the Parties, allowing the Parties
to carry out information interaction and exchange of documents,
including documents provided for identification purposes, payment
(settlement) documents, in electronic form, including when
performing transactions on Account using the Internet. RBS System,
API, SWIFT, SPFS can be used as an Information Exchange System.
The Client can choose one of the specified Information Exchange
Systems, or several at once. The Client uses Information Exchange
Systems only if properly connected to them and within the technical
capabilities of such systems.

Product Conditions are conditions for provision and servicing of a
specific Product, which description is contained in separate
appendices to these Rules, which are principal and integral part of
the Product Provision Agreement.

Electronic signature is information in electronic form that is attached
to or otherwise associated with other information in electronic form
(information being signed) and that is used to identify the person
signing the information.

These Rules, the Application for CBSA
conclusion, Tariffs and other documents specified in the Rules are
principal and integral part of CBSA.

2.2. In accordance with these Rules, the Bank provides the Client
with the opportunity, in the manner and on the conditions specified
in the Rules, to purchase the following Products (both individually
and in aggregate, unless otherwise specified in the Rules or Product
Conditions) or to change/terminate previously concluded by the
Parties contracts (transactions):

e opening, maintaining and settlement servicing of Accounts,
including using the Faster Payment Service of the Bank of Russia
(SBP);

e The Bank has received the Client’s duly completed, signed and
sealed (if any) Application for CBSA conclusion. The Application is
completed in the personal presence of the Client / his/her
Representative and an authorized employee of the Bank.

The Client submits documents to the Bank in the original or in the
form of a duly certified copy, unless otherwise established by the
legislation of the Russian Federation, Banking Rules or requirements
of the Bank. Duly certified copies of documents are provided to the
Bank in the manner and on the terms specified in the Banking Rules,
in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation.

4.1.3. The Bank also has the right to engage third parties to execute
transactions concluded by the Parties, unless this is prohibited by the
legislation of the Russian Federation.

4.1.4. Assign rights or obligations under transactions concluded by
the Parties to third parties, without obtaining additional consent
from the Client, in compliance with the requirements established by
the legislation of the Russian Federation.

4.1.5. Independently determine the procedure and methods for
providing services, including choosing routes and technologies for
transmitting, receiving information and documents, and routing cash
flows.

4.1.6. Suspend the provision of services / execution of any
agreements of the Parties, both in full and in a separate part,
including CBSA, Product Agreement, provision of services using
Information Exchange Systems, without applying any sanctions to it
(including financial), in in the following cases:

o if there are contradictory/inaccurate information or doubts arise
regarding the information provided, the powers and/or reliability of
the data of persons entitled to perform actual and legal actions on
behalf of the Client, as well as if it is impossible to determine the
powers and/or reliability of the data of such persons.

Section 5. Responsibility

5.1. In case that tax is withheld from the Bank (to the Bank) in
accordance with FATCA (Foreign Account Tax Compliance Act) by the
Federal Tax Service of the United States of America, provided that
the Client, including in accordance with the Federal Law No. 173-FZ
"On Currency Regulation and Currency Control" dated June 28, 2014,
being a foreign taxpayer, did not notify the Bank about this and/or
hid such information from the Bank before or after concluding any
transaction with the Bank, and/or provided false information to the
Bank during Identification , or is a financial market organization that
does not have an individual participant identification number and
has not joined FATCA, the Client is obliged to reimburse the Bank for
the amount of the corresponding tax/the amount of sanctions
applied to the Bank, as well as any other expenses incurred by the
Bank in connection with the withholding and payment of such tax/
applied sanctions, within 3 (three) working days from the date of
sending the relevant request of the Bank. If the Client fails to comply
with the deadline specified in this paragraph, pay the Bank a penalty
for each calendar day of delay in the amount of 0.01% of the amount
of tax withheld from the Bank / sanction applied to the Bank, until
the actual fulfillment of the obligation.

5.2. For failure by the Client to fulfill any financial obligation,

e for inability to fulfill the obligations assumed due to the indication
of incorrect details or data, including due to handwritten filling out
of document forms or due to filling out forms different from those
approved by the Bank;

e for missing deadlines for receiving/providing documents and/or
information from/to the Bank by the Client, in accordance with
transactions concluded or concluded by the Parties, as well as for
failure to familiarize or untimely familiarization with the terms of the
Bank's provision of services;

e for non-fulfillment and (or) improper fulfillment of obligations for
technical reasons (if there is no Bank’s fault). Service provision is
resumed after specified reasons have been eliminated;

e for damage caused to the Client, if the termination of the powers
of persons, including those who lost the right to sign/dispose of
funds/perform legally significant actions, including concluding
transactions, was not timely confirmed by the Client by submitting
the relevant documents on the powers of such persons;

e in other cases provided for by the current legislation of the Russian
Federation, these Rules, Product Conditions, and transactions
concluded by the Parties.

8.1. Each of the Parties has the right, on the grounds provided for by
these Rules/the relevant Product Agreement, as well as the current
legislation of the Russian Federation, to unilaterally terminate
CBSA/Product Agreement. If there are several concluded Product
Agreements within the framework of one CBSA, termination of a
separate Product Agreement does not entail termination of CBSA,
unless otherwise specified in these Rules and/or the Product
Agreement. CBSA may be terminated subject to the preliminary or
simultaneous termination by the Parties of all Product Agreements
concluded within the framework of CBSA and the fulfillment of all
financial obligations under these agreements in full and properly.

In case of CBSA termination, all Product
Agreements concluded within the framework of the latter are
terminated, Products are not provided to the Client, and servicing of
previously provided Products is terminated. CBSA is considered
terminated 7 calendar days from the date the Bank sends the
corresponding message to the Client. If the Client has unfulfilled
financial obligations to the Bank, the Client is obliged to fulfill them
in full no later than the last day of the validity period of CBSA.

Section 1. Terms and definitions

Banking Rules — an internal document of the Bank that defines the
procedure for opening, maintaining and closing bank accounts, as
well as other Bank documents regulating the procedure for dealing
with the Client’s orders, including Client’'s payment (settlement)
documents, and performing transactions on Client’s bank account.

Account Agreement (within the framework of CBSA referred to as
the “Product Agreement”) is an agreement between the Bank and
the Client, according to which the Bank undertakes to open an
Account for the Client, accept and credit funds received to the
Account, and carry out the Client’s orders for transactions on the
Account.

Documents confirming the powers (prolongation of powers) of the
Representative should be submitted to the Bank before the end of
the term of office, which is established by the documents previously
submitted to the Bank.

Until the Bank completes the verification of the documents
submitted to the Bank confirming the availability of the relevant
powers of Representatives, including persons using an Electronic
Signature, do not submit to the Bank payment (settlement)
documents signed by persons whose powers have not been verified
by the Bank.

4.4.3. Before the irrevocability of the funds transfer occurs, recall
your payment (settlement) documents accepted but not executed by
the Bank. Partial withdrawal of amounts from payment (settlement)
documents is not permitted.

The statuses of Electronic Documents,
reflecting their current state, are independently monitored by the
Client during communication sessions with the Bank conducted by
the Client and are available in the Information Exchange System.
The Bank reserves the right to return/cancel the Client’s Electronic
Document if the results of the procedures for accepting it for
execution are negative, as well as in cases provided for by the
legislation of the Russian Federation, the Rules and Standards of
OPCC SBP and Banking Rules.

3.4. Payment (settlement) documents and requests of the Client,

time when SBP is inoperable, carrying out work (scheduled,
preventive, unscheduled) by the Bank and/or the Sender's Bank,
as well as interruptions in the operation of the Information
Exchange System and/or communication channels (independent
of the Bank).

3.5. The Bank has the right to unilaterally set and change limits
when providing services in accordance with the requirements,
limits, restrictions established by the legislation of the Russian
Federation, Rules and Standards of OPCC SBP, as well as for
security reasons. If the established limits or requirements of the
Bank are violated during the provision of services, the latter has
